Example of Sponsorship Letter Solicitation

This letter can be used, modified, etc. to approach local banks and businesses for corporate sponsorship of your programs. Remember it's critical that you send this to people you have developed relationships with. If you simply send it to a bunch of local banks, it will get tossed in the garbage can with the rest of the letters that have no face or emotion attached.

Call, set up an appointment, take people to lunch or coffee, get to know them, ask them  how they would like to help. Don't just tell them what you need. Once you know what drives them and their business, then you know how to approach them with WIIFT (what's in it for them).

There are extra testimonials at the end so you can use whichever one you wish.
