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Dear Parents and Camp Millionaire Graduates!

We can’t thank you enough for trusting us with your kids this week. We always learn as much as the kids do each time we are given the opportunity to teach them. Everyone’s feedback is incredibly valuable. If you did not turn in the Parent Evaluation Form, you can find it in the back of your child’s Financial Freedom Playbook. Please mail it at your earliest convenience so we know how to better serve future campers.

The principles we teach in all our programs can empower your child to create financial freedom in his/her life. We have “planted the seed” but it is essential that you “water” and “cultivate” the lesson. You can support your child by helping him/her start a savings account at a local bank or credit union and encourage regular deposits into that account. Ask your child to explain the Money Jar System and help them continue the habit of budgeting and dividing their money into the different jars. 

Sit down with your child and review the principles and exercises in their Financial Playbook on a regular basis; familiarize yourself with the information in the Playbook so that you can return to it when a specific topic come up. Tell your child that you are impressed with what they have learned and encourage them to share that information with you. This will help reinforce what they learned. 

We also highly recommend that you begin to share the day to day financial aspects of your family with all your children; involve them in decisions, budgeting, paying bills, planning vacations, etc. This helps remove the taboos and encourages open discussion and learning by example. Children cannot learn what they cannot see and experience themselves. 

If you do not already do so, we also encourage you to provide your child with an allowance each week; however, we recommend that allowance not be tied to chores but done in a way where you can begin to instill financial responsibility in your child. If you’d like help starting this program, please don’t hesitate to give us a call.
